Another type of this food uses Provel (proh-VEL) cheese and was developed in St. Louis. Both Detroit and Chicago name versions of the deep-dish variety of this food. The "Hawaiian" variety of this dish, which contains ham and pineapples, was actually developed in Canada. For 10 points, name this food, sold by chains such as Giordano's (JEE-or-DAH-nohz) and Domino's.

This philosopher included the "Diary of a Seducer" in a book written as "Victor Eremita" that contrasts the aesthetic and ethical modes of life. He examined the anxiety felt by Abraham in sacrificing Isaac in the book Fear and Trembling. For 10 points, name this Danish philosopher who wrote Either/Or.
ANSWER: Søren Kierkegaard [Søren Aabye Kierkegaard; or Johannes de Silentio;or William Afham; or Frater Taciturnus; or Constantin Constantius; or Vigilius Haufniensis; or Nicolaus Notabene; or A.B.C.D E.F. Godthaab; or A.B.C.D.E.F. Rosenblad; or Inter et Inter; or Procul; or Captain Scipio; or Judge William; or A.F.; or Hilarius Bookbinder; or Johannes Climacus; or H.H.; or Anti-Climacus;  or Victor Eremita until it is read; prompt on A; prompt on B] 

4. An Egyptian governor born in this country, Emin Pasha (eh-MEEN PAH-shah), was the subject of a relief expedition led by Henry Stanley. This country's troop drove the Herero (heh-REH-roh) people into the desert during a genocide committed in its colony of South-West Africa. A minister from this country annexed, and names, the Caprivi (cah-PREE-vee) strip in Namibia. A meeting hosted in this country created the Congo Free State and began the Scramble for Africa. For 10 points, name this country which hosted the Berlin Conference.
ANSWER: Germany [or Deutschland]

5. This composer's ballet Agon (AA-gohn) was written during his conversion to the twelve-tone method of composition. He used two major triads a tritone apart to represent a character who is rejected by the Ballerina in favor of the Moor.  Another ballet that this man wrote for Serge Diaghilev (dee-AA-guh-lef) opens with a high bassoon solo and ends with a pagan girl dancing herself to death.  For 10 points, Petrushka (pay-TROOSH-kuh) was written by what man whose Rite of Spring caused a riot at its 1913 premiere?
ANSWER: Igor Stravinsky [Igor Fyodorovich Stravinsky]

6. In a poem by this man, the speaker asks, "Do I wake or sleep?" after he can no longer hear the addressee, to whom he exclaims, "Thou wast not born for death, immortal bird!" In another of his poems, the speaker describes a "Cold Pastoral" that tells mankind, "Beauty is truth, truth beauty." For 10 points, name this Romantic poet of "Ode to a Nightingale" and "Ode on a Grecian Urn."
ANSWER: John Keats 
7. This god turns into a snake and crawls into a mountain to obtain the Mead of Poetry. This god dies at the hands of a giant wolf that swallows him whole. In his quest for wisdom, this god hangs himself from the tree Yggdrasil (ig-DRAH-sil) and offers one of his eyes as payment to drink from the Well of Mimir (MEE-meer). This god and his wife Frigg sit on the throne Hlidskjalf (LITHZ-kalf) as they rule Asgard. For 10 points, name this head of the Norse pantheon.

8. For this city's Jewish community, a Greek translation of the Hebrew Bible, the Septuagint (sep-TOO-uh-jint), was created. The circumference of the Earth was calculated by Eratosthenes of Cyrene (air-uh-TOSS-thuh-neez of KEER-een), who worked in this city. Important landmarks in this ancient city included its library, which contained hundreds of thousands of papyri, and its lighthouse, a wonder of the ancient world. For 10 points, name this capital of Ptolemaic (tah-luh-MAY-ik) Egypt, built by and named after a great conqueror.
ANSWER: Alexandria
9. Keto-acidosis is mainly a complication of this disease. Metformin may be used to treat one kind of it. Another form of this disease is caused by loss of beta cells in the islets of Langerhans and may be treated with a synthetic hormone first made by Frederick Banting. Obesity correlates with resistance to that pancreatic hormone in its type 2 form. For 10 points, name this disease characterized by high glucose levels and deficient insulin.
ANSWER: diabetes mellitus [or type 1 diabetes; or type 2 diabetes]
10. Before 2015, this instrument's maximum operating limit was 4 TeV. This instrument's detectors include ALICE, ATLAS, and CMS. The tightest bounds on supersymmetry have been provided by this instrument. This novel was inspired by the true story of Alexander Selkirk. This novel's protagonist befriends a cannibal and names him Friday. For 10 points, name this novel about a castaway by Daniel Defoe.

Risperidone (ris-PEH-rid-ohn) is used to treat this disorder, which is hypothesized to be caused by blocks in dopamine pathways. Symptoms of this disorder include waxy flexibility and feelings of grandeur. For 10 points, name this personality disorder characterized by frequent hallucinations which has a "paranoid" form.
ANSWER: schizophrenia
2. This god becomes a speck of dirt inside a glass of water in order to impregnate the daughter of a rich man who is holding all the stars in the universe inside a small bag. This god changes color after passing through a hole in smoke to reach the sun. This god, who is prominent among the Tlingit, frees humanity from a cockle shell and steals light from heaven. For 10 points, name this trickster god of the Northwest Indians, who takes the form of a black bird of prey.
ANSWER: Raven [do not accept "crow"] 
3. This country was home to a man known for his international traffic in blood and cadavers, Luckner Cambronne (CAHM-brun). A leader of this country attempted to kill Clément Barbot (CLAY-ment BAR-boh) by having all of its black dogs murdered. That president of this country employed a secret police called the Tonton Macoutes (TAW -TAW-mah-KOOT) and was nicknamed "Papa Doc." For 10 points, name this country, once ruled by Francois Duvalier François Duvalier (FRAH-SWAH doo-vahl-YAY), which shares the island of Hispaniola with the Dominican Republic.
ANSWER: Haiti [Republic of Haiti; or Republique d'Haiti; or Repiblik d Ayiti]
4. This man's first solo album, which included the single "What Is Life," ends with the five-song "Apple Jam" and was co-produced by Phil Spector. His first wife, Pattie Boyd, was the inspiration for Eric Clapton's Layla, and this artist of All Things Must Pass organized the Concert for Bangladesh along with his sitar teacher Ravi Shankar.  A song of his was the only #1 hit of his band not credited to Lennon-McCartney.  For 10 points, what lead guitarist of the Beatles wrote "Something?"
ANSWER: George Harrison
5. Because of the immigrant-heavy population of this city, its residents are known as "porteños" (por-TAIN-yohs). The Cabildo and Casa Rosada (CAH-sah roh-SAH-dah) government buildings overlook the Plaza de Mayo in this city, which sits on the delta of the Paraná (pah-rah-NAH) River. Pedro Mendoza named this city in honor of "Our Lady of the Good Air." For 10 points, name this city on the Río de la Plata that is the capital of Argentina.
ANSWER: Buenos Aires
6. This English king lost the Battle of Bouvines (boo-VEEN) to his overlord Philip Augustus, resulting in England's loss of Normandy and Anjou (on-JOO). This man ruled England while his brother was held captive after the Third Crusade. At Runnymede in 1215, this king's barons forced him to accept the Magna Carta. For 10 points, name this brother of Richard the Lionheart, a despised English king who apocryphally feuded with Robin Hood.
ANSWER: King John Lackland
7. This opera contains the duet "Gia i sacerdoti (jee-uh ee say-ker-DOH-tee)," in which two people consider how to deal with charges of treachery. In this opera, a man sings "O terra, addio (oh TEH-ruh ohd-EE-oh)" after failing to move a stone that has been placed over the exit of a tomb. This opera's third act opens with a celebration for the upcoming royal wedding of Amneris (ohm-NAY-rees). This opera ends as the title character dies alongside her love, Radames (rah-dah-MESS). For 10 points, name this Giuseppe Verdi (joo-SEP-ee VAIR-day) opera set in Egypt and titled for an Ethiopian princess.
ANSWER: Aida (ai-EE-duh)
8. This organ is the primary site of the urea (yuh-REE-ah) cycle and gluconeogenesis (glue-co-neo-genesis). An artery, a vein, and a duct comprise the portal triad found in each of this organ's lobules. This organ stores high concentrations of glycogen (gly-co-jen) and vitamins. The gallbladder receives bile produced by this organ. A "fatty" disease of it can be caused by alcoholism. For 10 points, name this organ damaged by cirrhosis (sih-ROE-sus) and hepatitis.
ANSWER: liver 

9. This party's leadership selection procedures were reformed by the 2014 Collins Report. Under that report and its instant runoff system, it selected Tom Watson as its deputy leader in 2015, replacing Harriet Harman. Andy Burnham finished second in its leadership contest, which was won by left-winger Jeremy Corbyn. For 10 points, name this party with Official Opposition status in the United Kingdom, where it opposes the Conservatives.
ANSWER: Labour Party 
10. A character in this play remarks, "The good ended happily, and the bad unhappily. That is what fiction means." That character in this play is discussing a novel she once wrote and accidentally placed in a baby carriage, while placing the baby in a handbag in Victoria Station. In this play, Lady Bracknell disapproves of the marriage of Gwendolen Fairfax to Jack Worthing, who pretends to have the title name. For 10 points, name this comedy by Oscar Wilde.
ANSWER: The Importance of Being Earnest 
11. Calculations of this value must account for the binding energy lost, leading to this quantity's "defect." A common form of spectrometry measures it against charge in the m/z ratio. The units for this quantity, daltons, are defined as exactly one-twelfth of the carbon atom. Because isotopes have different numbers of neutrons, this quantity can change from isotope to isotope. For 10 points, identify this quantity that measures how much matter an atom contains.
ANSWER: atomic mass [or molecular mass]
12. A dialogue between "Files-on-Parade" and the "Colour-Sergeant" comprises this author's poem about the hanging of the title man, "Danny Deever." He described the title water boy, "a better man than I am," in his poem "Gunga Din." He urged Westerners to "send forth the best ye breed" in his racist poem "The White Man's Burden." For 10 points, name this British author who also created Mowgli in The Jungle Book.
ANSWER: Rudyard Kipling 
13. One virtuoso of this instrument, Slam Stewart, was known for humming along with his solos. Paul Chambers played this instrument for Miles Davis' quintet, and another virtuoso of this instrument recorded Pithecanthropus Erectus. Players of this quiet instrument often outline a piece's chord changes using the "walking" style and employ "snap" pizzicato (PIT-suh-CAH-toh). For 10 points, Charles Mingus played what large string instrument used in jazz to hit the low notes?
ANSWER: double bass [or acoustic bass]
14. Using this construct for sine allows one to show that the sum, from one to infinity, of one over n-squared equals pi-squared over six. Often used to prove limits,  this construct allows one to define e to the x as the sum, from zero to infinity, of x to the n over n factorial. A special case of this construct occurs when expanding about zero instead of any real number: the Maclaurin series. For 10 points, name this power series representation of a real function in terms of its derivatives.
ANSWER: Taylor series [or Maclaurin series until it is read]
15. A ruler of this kingdom kept a regiment of unusually tall grenadiers called the Potsdam Giants. A ruler of this kingdom called himself "the first servant of the state" and used his Sanssouci (SAH-soo-SEE) palace to host meetings with Voltaire. This kingdom was ruled by a man who championed Salic (SAH-lik) Law in an attempt to thwart the ascension of Maria Theresa, thus sparking the War of Austrian Succession. For 10 points, name this kingdom ruled by Frederick the Great which later led the unification of Germany.
ANSWER: Prussia

1. Characters in this play include a valet who has no eyelids. This play is set in a room decorated with Second Empire furniture. A woman in this play stabs another with a paper knife but cannot kill her because she is already dead. In this play, Garcin (gar-SAN) declares that "hell is other people" while trapped in a room with Estelle and Ines. For 10 points, name this existentialist play by Jean-Paul Sartre (SAR-truh).
ANSWER: No Exit [or Huis Clos]
2. Marshall Hodgson grouped the Mughal (MOO-gul), Ottoman, and Safavid (sow-FAH-weed) empires based on their successful use of this substance. This substance powered devices such as the arquebus (ARK-wuh-bus) and the matchlock. The Song dynasty used this substance in bamboo tubes, and it was first created by alchemists working with saltpeter. Robert Catesby and Guy Fawkes plotted to blow up Parliament in a "plot" named for this substance. For 10 points, name this black substance, an explosive used as a propellant in firearms.
ANSWER: gunpowder [or black powder; prompt on powder]
3. A namesake "potential" for this molecule expressed in potential energy per unit volume is represented by the letter psi. This molecule is oxidized by the oxygen-evolving complex. This molecule is released out of stomata (stoe-MAH-tuh) during transpiration, which occurs due to the lower hydrostatic pressure in the shoots compared to the roots. It is transported through xylem (zye-lum). For 10 points, name this molecule that evaporates off leaves and has the formula H2O.
ANSWER: water [or H2O until it is read]
4. An artist from this country controversially included elephant dung and pornography in an image of the Virgin Mary. The Freeze exhibition was led by an artist from this country, who is best known for a work depicting an entire shark encased in formaldehyde. The Turner Prize is awarded to artists from this country, which was the home of a namesake "Young" movement of artists in the 1990s. For 10 points, name this home country of Damien Hirst, the site of the Tate Modern gallery.
ANSWER: United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland [or U.K.; or Great Britain; prompt on England]

5. A hero from this island had a spear made from sea monster's bones that sang for its enemies' blood, and got his name from killing a blacksmith's dog. A group of deities in this island's mythology are the "children of the goddess Danu (DAH-noo)." In this island's mythology, the god of light Lugh (LOW) was the father of the hero Cuchulainn (coo-HULL-in).
